The City and County of San Francisco has adopted a mandatory program 
to maximize the recycling of construction and demolition debris (C&D 
Ordinance). The ordinance applies to ALL types of construction in San 
Francisco, such as new construction, remodels, tenant improvements, 
teardowns/demolition, additions and full demolition. Topics to be 
discussed during this workshop include:
