Meeting Procedures  
The Human Rights Commission (HRC) considers resolutions and actions, most of which have been the subject of 
hearings before the standing committees of the HRC at which members of the public are urged to testify.  HRC 
procedures do not permit: 1) persons in the audience to vocally express support or opposition to statements by 
Commissioners or by other persons testifying; 2) ringing and use of cell phones, pagers and similar sound-
producing electronic devices, (Violators may be removed from the meeting room.); and 3) signs to be brought into 
the meeting or displayed in the room.   
 
Citizens are encouraged to testify at HRC Meetings and to write letters to the HRC and to its members: 25 Van 
Ness Avenue, Suite 800, San Francisco, CA 94102.  Agendas are available on the internet at www.sfhrc.org.  THE 
AGENDA PACKET IS AVAILABLE AT THE HRC MAIN OFFICE, 25 VAN NESS AVENUE, SUITE 800, RECEPTION DESK.  
Requests for language translation at a meeting must be received no later than noon the Friday before the 
meeting. Contact the Commission Secretary at 415-252-2500.
